Hearts Desire
Romans 10:1-15

“Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for ‘Costa Rica’ is, that they might be saved.

Read vs. 1-4

-They being ignorant of God’s righteousness.


Costa Rica is 76% Roman Catholic.


They are good people and very religious.

“…going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.  For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to ever one that believeth.

Costa Rican’s think that as long as they are good people and go to mass, light candles, go to confessional, and crawl on their knees up the isle, they will go to Heaven.

They have not read this portion of Scripture that says, Whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.

La Iglesia de los Angeles

The only way to be saved is through Christ and hearing his gospel.

Read vs. 6-8 
- Death has been conquered!

- The Messiah has come!

- No one can do what Jesus Christ has done already

vs. 9-13

-Confessing with your mouth (not to a man, but to Jesus Christ)

-You don’t have to be a certain nationality to be saved.  
-Salvation is for all that believe.

Read vs. 14-15a.

Pastor Jerry does this on a weekly basis.  He preaches and he sends.  We are to go and preach the gospel with our lives to our co-workers.  Pastor Jerry is not the only preacher in this church.  Whoever shares Christ with others is a preacher as well.  

Eph. 2:8,9 “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and this not of yourselves, it is the gift of God.  Not of works, lest any man should boast.”

Read vs. 15b – beautiful are the feet that share Christ

Based on Isaiah 52:7

Example: Men in the army, wives receiving letters from home.  Good news in the newspaper.  Don’t you just want to kiss the guys feet?

Read vs. 17 – Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.

How will your friends and family know of Christ if we do not tell them?  We must verbally tell them about Christ and the Gospel.

Vs. 18-21 – Jewish people were the ones that produced the salvation we preach, but have not received it.

We have missionaries in all the world because of Paul’s example.

Would you consider sending us to Costa Rica to share the gospel with those who have not heard?  Would you consider you own life and make sure you are “preaching” the gospel to others through your life?

Share example of the oxen and the yoke.  We cannot go to Costa Rica without you on the other side to help us.  You can not get to Costa Rica without someone going for you.
Ps. 37:4 – “Delight thyself in the Lord.  He will give you the desires of your heart.”
